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*R = rasgeado; e = "echo": brush the strings lightly and quickly, near the bridge, with the flesh of the thumb.
The echo effect isintended as atimbral inflection, not as an accent.

Accidentals apply throughout the measure, but are often repeated for clarity.
Grace-notes should be played freely, within the time allowed before the next attack; they do not necessarily have to be very fast.
